COMMENT

Roads

The access road, parking areas etc into Lake Ballard is well under way  with forming new roads to the camping area and re-abilitate some of the old road. 

Once Lake Ballard works are completed they will return back to Menzies North West road continue reforming and resheeting section of road.

Contract grading in the North West section of the Shire has now complete, Menzies North West road to boundary, Perrinvale road, Mt Ida road, Leonora Mt Ida road and Riverina Snake Hill road. Sections of Evanston road and Davyhurst road have also under gone maintenance grading.

Have had some concerns about corrugations on Yarri road, so have engaged contractor to correct the problem, will start from the Southern boundary and head north.

Road inspection – Pianto road – quite amount of water has flowed along the Eastern half of this road creating sections of washed sand, not to bad, a few areas water was still ponding not able to run away, one or two vehicles have been along with minimal damage to road.

Evanston road – puddles of water were still sitting on the road east of Riverina Snake Hill road, a couple of sharp scours were also along this section plus some corrugations.

Riverina Snake Hill road – Also had some water sitting as well a few greasy patches.

Davyhurst road – had a couple of scours, one area some one got bogged on the road, truck by the wheel marks, corrugation along some sections.

Machinery

The big Komatsu had a server oil leak and was stood down, on closer inspection was found to be a blown oil filter seal. Replacement of a new oil filter solved the problem. 

Had trouble with the compactor on the rubbish truck not moving to compact the rubbish but with the runners being cleaned and some grease on the guides it slides again. The outer cover on the compactor accelerator cable had burred causing the cable to jam open, has been fixed and is working fine now.

Purchased a fire fighting pump so the water tank at Niagara Dam can be filled more easily when the toilets and rubbish bins are attended to each week.

The grader had the tool box broken into while parked out at Lake Ballard, the air hose and air gauge was taken along with some sockets, the lock on the hydraulic tank had been broken also.

The service truck hit an emu while travelling to the job at Lake Ballard causing minor damage. 

Signage

With regards to the signage to be erected at the Entry Statement sites they quoted a price of $8,908.90 including freight and GST per sign, which would cost $17,817.80 for both signs. (Draffin Street & Parkland Furniture) I can not justify spending that amount on two signs. Looking for quotes elsewhere.

The Golden Quest Trail sign at the intersection of Goldfields Hwy and Kookynie road, post has been erected but the brackets were taken so the sign is still down. Brackets have been on order for some time.  

Housing

Work on the two units on lot 45 Shenton Street, Concrete driveways and veranda’s, concrete retaining walls, Fencing and septic systems has been let to contractor, which is due to commence approx 26 May.

Some hassles with the water supply due to what size the main is along the right away, if it 25mm or 58mm main will make a lot of difference for connections.

McGrath has indicated that the MWS house will arrive at the end of May, Lots 89 and 90 Reid Street have been allocated for the new house. Have asked Kingston Survey to survey positions of the two blocks.

PLAYING COURTS
Total Asphalt  are coming on the 5th May to upgrade the playing courts, removing old surface, reform base and asphalt surface.

 PARKING AREA
The parking area around and under the carports are also being upgraded to asphalt at the same time.

SUMMARY:

This Item is to advise Council of the proposal to impose differential rates and the Statutory Requirements when considering such a proposal.

BACKGROUND:

There is provision in the Local Government Act 1995 for a Local Government to impose differential rates within it’s boundaries. In any consideration of this imposition, there are certain Statutory obligations that the Local Government must comply as per the following:

· Before any consideration of its Budget, the Local Government is required to give local public notice of it’s intention to impose differential rates,

· The Local Government must provide information of the amount of each rate or minimum payment,

· Electors or ratepayers are invited to make submissions in respect of the proposed rate or minimum payment. This submission period must be for a minimum of 21 days.

COMMENT:

Council has confined it’s general rates increases to approximately 3-4% per annum over the past four years with a higher increase overall in 2007-2008, as can be seen from the table below.

The exception to this 4% per annum increase has been the raising of the minimum values which have only been increased by $5 over the past four years and the mining sector being raised by 10%.

This proposal would see GRV, Pastoral and Kookynie Townsite rates increase by 7%, the mining sector rates increasing by 20% and the Minimums (mining) by 20% and Minimums (except mining) up 7%.

Rises in 2007 – 2008 were the following, GRV, Pastoral and Kookynie Townsite rates increase by 6%, the mining sector rates increasing by 20% and the Minimums by 10%.

The UV Mining Sector rates have again been increased by 20% due to the marked mining related activity in the Shire putting noticeable pressure on the road infrastructure and requiring higher levels on maintenance and repair.

Other categories have risen by 7% (the expected LGCPI).

Rubbish collection has risen by $15.00 per bin per year from $110 to $125 to slightly compensate for an increase in fuel and labour costs.

SECT 6.33 LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 1995 -

Differential general rates 

6.33 . Differential general rates 
(1) A local government may impose differential general rates according to any, or a combination, of the following characteristics —  

(a) the purpose for which the land is zoned under a town planning scheme in force under the Town Planning and Development Act 1928 ; 
(b) the predominant purpose for which the land is held or used as determined by the local government; 
(c) whether or not the land is vacant land; or 
(d) any other characteristic or combination of characteristics prescribed. 

(2) Regulations may —  

(a) specify the characteristics under subsection (1) which a local government is to use; or 
(b) limit the characteristics under subsection (1) which a local government is permitted to use. 

(3) In imposing a differential general rate a local government is not to, without the approval of the Minister, impose a differential general rate which is more than twice the lowest differential general rate imposed by it. 

(4) If during a financial year, the characteristics of any land which form the basis for the imposition of a differential general rate have changed, the local government is not to, on account of that change, amend the assessment of rates payable on that land in respect of that financial year but this subsection does not apply in any case where section 6.40(1)(a) applies. 

LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 1995 - SECT 6.36 

Local government to give notice of certain rates 

6.36 . Local government to give notice of certain rates 
(1) Before imposing any differential general rates or a minimum payment applying to a differential rate category under section 6.35(6)(c) a local government is to give local public notice of its intention to do so. 

(2) A local government is required to ensure that a notice referred to in subsection (1) is published in sufficient time to allow compliance with the requirements specified in this section and section 6.2(1). 

(3) A notice referred to in subsection (1) —  

(a) may be published within the period of 2 months preceding the commencement of the financial year to which the proposed rates are to apply on the basis of the local government’s estimate of the budget deficiency; 
(b) is to contain —  
(i) details of each rate or minimum payment the local government intends to impose; 
(ii) an invitation for submissions to be made by an elector or a ratepayer in respect of the proposed rate or minimum payment and any related matters within 21 days (or such longer period as is specified in the notice) of the notice; and 
(iii) any further information in relation to the matters specified in subparagraphs (i) and (ii) which may be prescribed; 
and 
(c) is to advise electors and ratepayers of the time and place where a document describing the objects of, and reasons for, each proposed rate and minimum payment may be inspected. 

(4) The local government is required to consider any submissions received before imposing the proposed rate or minimum payment with or without modification. 

(5) Where a local government —  

(a) in an emergency, proposes to impose a supplementary general rate or specified area rate under section 6.32(3)(a); or 
(b) proposes to modify the proposed rates or minimum payments after considering any submissions under subsection (4), 

it is not required to give local public notice of that proposed supplementary general rate, specified area rate, modified rate or minimum payment.
